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Coimbatore, March 07; If your documents need a translation into other world languages, you need not run in search of translators now. A portal designed by a city based company will get you the job done effortlessly.

"We have created a portal to offer translation services in the majority of the languages of the world", says Sasidar, Managing Director, Lyric Labs, the company that offers the services.

There were 3,000 native translators available for us worldwide, all connected through internet, the company claims.

"Since we are getting to the translators worldwide through net, the work will be done more accurately and there will be a local touch to the translations", Sasidar said.

According to him, there were 212 languages in which the need for translation was being felt. As of now, the company had translated documents into German, Spanish, Danish, Latin, French, Portuguese and many other world languages.

"The translators are professionals qualified in their native tongue and are specialized in handling translations in a given field", Sasidar remarked.

The company translates all kinds of communication, business, government and other organizational contents and also brochures, leaflets, advertising content, HR documents, training manuals, technical drawings and software manuals. He claimed that he was unaware whether anybody else does the translation through the translators connected through net. "Our idea is to bring nativity to the translation. In fact, I would rather call it as localization of the subject," Sasidar observed.
