A "gisted" translation allows the reader to understand the meaning of the original document and determine its relevance to their business," Mr. Sasidar explained. The company has job orders that would run up to 2007.

It has recently signed a contract with the UK-based Accentra Technologies for their software localization. "Accentra is into accounting and pay-roll solutions. They have implemented a solution for a bank in Croatia. They now intend to localize it and make the solution user-friendly. We have agreed to localize their software in foreign languages like Slovenian, Croatian and Arabic. They have indicated their willingness to proceed further and hand over more language assignments for localization," Mr. Sasidar said.
